Rudeness, arguing or answering back 
Preventing others from learning 
Refusal to follow instructions 
Minor damage to equipment or property 
Unintentional physical harm to a pupil or adult 
Bad language among or towards peers 
Intimidating behaviour towards a pupil 
Leaving a class without permission 
Winding up other children 
Never completing homework 
Spoiling another child's work  
Spitting 
Repeated L1 behaviour 
 
 

Verbal Warning    
 
Lose play or lunchtime  

●​ KS1 – 5 mins standing next to an adult 
on duty 

●​ KS2 – 5 - 10 mins standing next to an 
adult on duty

Damage to property or possessions 
Intimidating behaviour 
Spitting at someone 
Fighting 
Verbal abuse towards a pupil 
Severe ICT misuse 
Repeated L2 behaviour 

EYFS - stay in for a period of time at lunchtime  
KS1 - stay in for a period of time at lunchtime 
 
KS2 Lunchtime Detention: 
Whenever a member of staff considers it 
necessary, you may be placed in a lunchtime 
detention (Owl Class for 20 mins).  
 
If this happens then your adults will be 
informed.

Very Serious 

Discriminatory or racist language 
Bullying 
Serious damage to property or possessions 
Physical assault against a pupil or adult 
Intimidating behaviour with physical threats 
Verbal abuse towards staff  
Repeated L3 behaviour 

Removal from class and you will be sent to 
member of Senior Leadership Team 
 
Letter sent home to your adults 

 
An internal or external suspension will be 
considered  

 

5 

Extremely 
Serious 

Violence or abuse to adults 
Continued disruption to the class or the 
running of the school 

You will be sent directly to the Head or Deputy 
Head teacher.  
Suspension or permanent exclusion
